Salt Lake County Highway Claims under RS 2477:

Undermine 20 years of conservation efforts to preserve the central Wasatch.

Penetrate the three existing wilderness areas opening them up to roads and in the case of Mt. Olympus, shrinking it by half.

Eliminate the potential for additional wilderness as proposed by SOC and the Salt Lake City Public Utilities (water department)

Open up sensitive watershed lands to motorized access and decreased water quality.

Will degrade the view of our mountains by additional road scars

Will be adopted by ORVs -- with soil erosion, noise, pollution and safety issues.

Will destroy wildlife habitat.

Are not needed by the citizens of SL County for business and personal travel.

Will make it impossible for SL County residents to escape our urban environment

Will allow highways in ski areas, which will degrade the experience of winter visitors.

Are not in the long-term best interest of SL County residents.

Will make SLC less attractive for attracting and keeping businesses.

Have not been needed since the forests were established almost 100 years ago.

Salt Lake County Council and the Mayor must revoke these claims.
